The earth has always been a formative element of Cretan culture, as there has never been a
moment in island’s history when its inhabitants stopped making pots. From the Kamares Ware of
the Minoan period to modern pithoi, this art often reached a high level of aesthetic and technical
perfection. There can be no better way of honouring the ceramic art of crete than at Thrapsano,
the “potter’s village”, as it is called in the Ottoman records, a place where pots have been made for
over five hundred years :
